—  St. Thérèse of Lisieux  

In “The Mystery of the Eucharist in the Life of the Church,” the U.S. 

Conference of Catholic Bishops explores how we can best live out 

the mystery of the Eucharist in our everyday lives.

The bishops remind us that the Eucharist is a gift, and “there is no 

greater gift that God could possibly give us” (No. 9). Receiving the 

Eucharist as a gift means that we receive what Christ intended — that 

we allow our lives, with the help of his grace, to be modeled after 

Christ’s own. The Eucharist is what strengthens, challenges, and 

enables us to be in communion with Christ and one another. It is not 

given to us for ourselves but for the life of the world.  The dismissal at 

the end of the Mass — “Ite missa est,” from the Latin text of the Roman 

Missal — can be literally translated as “Go, having been sent.”

We gather, we receive Christ, and we are sent to bring him to 

others. Why? Because “We are not the only ones in need of the 

love that Christ has shown us. We are called to help the rest of 

the world experience it” (No. 56). All it takes is for one who has 

experienced God’s saving love to “go out and proclaim

that love” (Evangelii Gaudium, No. 120).
